Buckeye Wind Update for February 2014 Meeting

In the month of January, Buckeye Wind continued site plan reviews with landowners in anticipation of continued construction efforts that will take place in late February and throughout the month of March.  Electrical design and limited construction is ongoing.  Our plan is to complete all clearing associated with the wind farm by March 31, 2014.  Following this, we will continue with the construction of project access roads.

On another note, through our involvement with a wind energy industry group called The Wind Coalition, Invenergy attended an event this week at the state capital called Wind Works for Kansas Day to support wind development in Kansas. (from Allyson Sand, Assoc., Business Development, for Invenergy) 
Conditional Use Permit 1311 – Eric Littrell

I talked to Eric Littrell about the progress of the Conditional Use Permit 1311.  He stated that they closed on the property, and are about to have a survey of the property conducted.  They are waiting for the weather to improve to do any construction projects.  He is in the process of getting his KDHE permit for the acid tanks.
There have not been any new Conditional Use Permit applications since the January 2014 meeting.

The Committee Members and staff thanked Randy of the Hays Daily News for the article appearing in the HDN paper last month which informed the public on the procedures of the Zoning Department.
